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OPINION OF LEGAL EXPERT IN FAMILY LAW, EL SALVADOR 
 

ATTORNEY KRISSIA MORENA AGUIRRE ROSA 
 
 
 
BEFORE ME, the undersigned, personally appeared KRISSIA MORENA AGUIRRE ROSA 
who, being duly sworn, stated the following: 
 
Introduction and Requirements 
 
1. “My name is Krissia Morena Aguirre Rosa. I am over 18 years of age, of sound mind, 
and capable of making this statement. I have personal knowledge of the facts contained in this 
opinion, and I attest that the facts declared herein are true and correct, under penalty of perjury. 
 
2. I am an attorney and a notary, and I have possessed a license to practice law in the 
Republic of El Salvador since 2006. My license number is 14134. I have a Master’s in Family 
Law since 2011. I practice family law and have been doing so for approximately 14 years. I am a 
professor of Family law at the University Gerardo Barrios of San Miguel, El Salvador, and I 
worked as a Coordinator and Advisor to the Legal Assistance Clinic at the UGB, participating in 
paternity cases, and applying the family laws of El Salvador with respect to filiation, contests, 
birth registrations, and acknowledgements of paternity. 
 
3. A true and correct copy of my résumé (curriculum vitae) describing my employment and 
education is attached as Exhibit “A”. Family law in El Salvador is the central focus of my current 
practice. I teach in the area of family law and I practice family law. Based on my knowledge, 
education, preparation and professional experience as an attorney, I possess the requirements 
necessary to form an expert opinion as to how paternity is established in El Salvador. 
 
4. I have practiced as a consulting expert on Salvadoran law, working on civil and family 
cases regarding issues of childhood and adolescence in cases before the family courts in El 
Salvador.   
 
5. ABA Children’s Immigration Law Academy (CILA) asked me to provide an expert 
opinion explaining the laws of El Salvador regarding paternity. Specifically, I was asked to 
evaluate how paternity of a minor is established, both in the context of a voluntary registration 
and of a child born during a marriage, systems to contest paternity, and timeframes for 
registration. 
 
6. CILA did not pay for my services. But, CILA collaborated with an organization named 
Justice in Motion to communicate with me. I am a Defender and a member of the Justice in 
Motion network, whose goal is, among others, to connect attorneys in the U.S.A. with Defenders 
such as myself in the area of Mexico and Central America in order to facilitate the compilation 
of documents necessary for legal proceedings in the United States. We Defenders receive an 
hourly honorarium for our services, as well as reimbursement of expenses incurred during the 
proceeding. We receive these funds directly from Justice in Motion.  
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SALVADORAN LEGAL SYSTEM AND SOURCES OF FAMILY LAW 
 
7. El Salvador is a Central American country, whose judicial system is based upon a group 
of Laws that were created with the purpose of regulating people’s conduct and resolving 
problems that are familial in nature. Thus the principal source of Law is the Constitution of the 
Republic which, in Articles 32 to 36, establishes the State’s commitment to protect the family, 
with respect to marriage, common law relationships, the protection of maternity and paternity, 
and the commitment of the State’s institutions to protect and preserve those rights. Likewise, 
there is a legal system of Family Law, which came into force in April of 1994, without having 
obtained any type of reform which serves to regulate all of the legal institutions related to family 
law, applying general legal principles, integrating Norms or International Treaties, the Code of 
Family Procedure, the Law of Childhood and Adolescence, and all of the Laws that should be 
applied in a particular way in family cases. 
 
8. To form my opinion regarding paternity I have referred to the following laws: 
 
1-Family Code 
 
2-Law of the Family Registry and Marital Property Regimes (“LTREFRPM”) 
 
3-The Law of the Name of the Natural Person 
 
9. My opinions revolve around what is established in the Laws of the Republic of El 
Salvador, as well as my experience in cases of Family Law to establish the different types of 
paternity. To this end it is important to determine the purpose of the Laws which are focused on 
the following: 
 
The Law of the Family1  Establishes the methods and means through which filiation can be 
established and thus the different types of paternity, the contests to paternity by he who does not 
believe himself to be the father and the means by which that paternity must be established. 
 
Transitory Law of the Family Registry and Marital Property Regimes2  It is a special Law, 
that arises after the creation of the Family Code, and whose purpose is to establish the system 
and procedure to register, conserve and facilitate the location and query of the originating, 
modifying or extinguishing facts and legal acts of the civil status of natural persons, such as 
births, deaths, clarifications of birth certificates, marginal notations of acknowledgment of 
children, registrations of identities, and substitute birth certificates.  
 
Law of the Name of the Natural Person3  Whose purpose is to regulate all matters concerning 
regulation of the name of the natural person, regarding the formation, acquisition, elements, 
change, use and protection.

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LEGAL ISSUES RELATED TO PATERNITY 
 
10. It is important to begin with the meaning of filiation, the framework that determines the 
different types of paternity. 
 
FILIATION: This is regulated in Art. 133 of the Family code4, which determines what 
relationship links children with their parents. The different methods of establishing paternity are 
defined beginning with the filial relationship, these being the following: 
 
The [Art.] 135 of the Family Code provides three methods of establishing paternity, these being- 
 
Through Provision of Law 
 
Through Voluntary Acknowledgment and 
 
Through Judicial Declaration  
 
11. CHILDREN BORN DURING A MARRIAGE (MINISTRY OF LAW).  Art. 141 of 
the Family Code applies in those cases expressly provided for by Law and it is in the cases in 
which children are born after the celebration of a marriage, it being presumed that the children 
born during that legal union are the husband’s (spouse). When we refer to the presumption it is 
that it can be declared invalid by contest premised upon not being the father of that child. Even 
so, establishing the presumptions in favor of the child, these will not apply when the couple is 
joined by marriage but they are not living together or have been separated for more than one year 
or the child has been acknowledged by a different person, that is to say a person who is not the 
spouse.5 
 
6Likewise, there exists the regulation of how paternity must be established in cases in which the 
mother enters into a new marriage immediately after the dissolution of the first marriage. In these 
cases, if the child is born within 180 days after the celebration of the second marriage, that 
paternity will be attributed to the first husband, but if this child is born after the first 180 days of 
the celebration of the second marriage, paternity is attributed to the second spouse. All of the 
preceding is based on legal presumptions, paternities that can be declared subject to contest by he 
who does not believe himself to be the father. 
 
7The assignment of his/her own Name to the newborn, when born during a marriage, must be 
made by the father or the mother or in the absence of one, the other will be able to do so. In the 
absence of both this assignment may be made by siblings, grandparents or aunts/uncles of the

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newborn. This rule will apply when the parents are deceased or incapable or are absent from the 
territory of the Republic and their place of residence is unknown or they have been deprived of 
parental rights by judicial order. 
 
12. VOLUNTARY ACKNOWLEDGMENT OF PATERNITY8  This arises specifically 
in cases of children born during common law marriages or partnerships, as well as in cases of 
children born during any type of relationship between partners in which there is no marriage. 
 
The father can acknowledge the birth of the child in six ways: 
 
a) When giving the newborn’s information in the Family Registry, in which he declares in 

person that he is the father of the newborn, and he must sign the registration. 
 
b) In a Public instrument before a notary, through a certification before the Attorney General of 

the Republic, before the Municipal Mayors. 
 

c) Through a will. 
 
d) Through a public instrument, although acknowledgment is not the principal purpose. 
 
e) And in judicial acts. 
 
9In cases in which minors are parents, they may acknowledge their paternity without the need or 
authorization of their legal representatives. 
 
Within the characteristics of Voluntary Acknowledgment of Paternity, this is a Personal right, 
that is to say that a child cannot be acknowledged in the name of another or through a 
Representative or Proxy. 
 
It is also Irrevocable, which means that once the acknowledgment is in process, the 
acknowledging father cannot revoke his desire or voluntary declaration, and in the case of having 
acknowledged a child that he presents as his and whom he acknowledged without knowing that 
the child was not his, the act of contest remains through an act initiated by the child, the 
ancestors of the father or by anyone who would have a manifest interest in contest, pursuant to 
the terms laid out in this declaration, paternity being set aside. 
 
13. JUDICIAL DECLARATION OF PATERNITY10  Refers to cases of children born 
during common law marriages, partnerships or any type of marital relationship, in which the 
father has not acknowledged the child voluntarily or through forced acknowledgment, in 
accordance with Art. 143 and Art. 146 of the Family Code. In those scenarios in which the 
paternity of the father is not acknowledged, this paternity must be declared by the Family Judge 
when the father tacitly declares his paternity during the process. In the contrary case and with 
doubt as to paternity, this will be established by means of a scientific DNA test in which the

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biological nexus between the father and the child is demonstrated.  If the father refuses to 
participate in the test, paternity will be presumed to be certain based on his refusal. 
 
The right to bring a paternity action11 through Judicial Declaration of Paternity belongs 
exclusively to the child, either in his/her own name or represented by his/her mother or legal 
representative, should he/she be a minor. 
 
14. INVALID FILIATION12  It is the false paternity or maternity that is established on the 
birth certificate without being the true father or mother. Once the registration is established, a 
subsequent registration will not be valid unless the first one is declared false, having been 
rendered void through a judicial order. These circumstances arise in cases in which the child’s 
birth is registered, an inaccurate paternity or maternity is established, and subsequently the true 
progenitors register another birth in which the true paternity and maternity are recorded. In these 
scenarios the correct registration will be evidenced in the last registration, breaking with the 
Principle of Priority Registration in which, notwithstanding, the law established the validity of 
the first registration but that not being the correct one, it is invalidated and paternity and 
maternity are attributed to the second one. These actions must be established through the 
appropriate evidence and it will be the Family Judge who makes that determination. 
 
15. PROCEEDINGS FOR SUBSTITUTE BIRTH CERTIFICATE. 
This framework is established for those cases in which the child or adolescent does not have a 
birth certificate that identifies him/her as such, whether it is because he/she was not registered at 
the time of birth, because registries disappeared or were destroyed. For these situations, the law 
provides mechanisms so that the person may obtain his/her civil status, for which he/she must 
demonstrate before the Family Judge of the place where he/she obtained his birth, his/her 
[position] of child. That is to say, to demonstrate the parentage that links him/her to his 
progenitor, that the latter has treated him/her as his/her child, [provided] him/her with 
upbringing, health and education, and assumed all the responsibilities that parents bear with 
respect to their children. Likewise, he/she must prove this parentage by means of oral and 
documentary evidence and it will be through a judicial order that his/her status or position as a 
child will be established.13 
 
In the case of minors who are not registered, paternity can only be decreed by means of Judicial 
Proceedings, through a petition made to the Judge of the place where the birth took place, and 
he/she will so declare. All acts of establishment of maternity or paternity of a minor that are 
undertaken in other circumstances whether notarial or administrative will be declared invalid. 
However, the Law allows the Family Registries to administratively register births up to 5 years 
of age. After this age, this must be done through judicial means. 
 
16. FAMILY REGISTRIES. THE TRANSITORY LAW OF THE FAMILY REGISTRY 
AND MARITAL PROPERTY REGIMES. Created by Legislative Decree No. 49614, and it is the

the originating, modifying or extinguishing facts and legal acts of the family status of natural 
persons.15 
 
 a) BIRTH REGISTRY: In this registry will be recorded all live births, by means of a 
hospital record or persons authorized by the Ministry of Health or Social Assistance, for which 
there is proof the birth occurred. The registration is unique and definitive pursuant to Article 27 
of the LTREFRPM. 
 
 b) TIMEFRAMES FOR REGISTRATION. Timeframe to record the birth: Art. 28 
LTREFRPM, the Law provides 15 business days for the father or mother of the newborn to 
inform the Family Registry of the Municipality where the birth occurred or where they reside, 
the information related to the facts of birth (name, day and time of birth)16, and in the event that 
filiation is unknown, the Attorney General of the Republic assumes representation. 
 
 c) CASES OF ACKNOWLEDGMENT OF PATERNITY AND MATERNITY. Upon 
receipt of a document by means of which it is communicated to the Family Registrar that a 
paternity or maternity has been established or acknowledged, the Family Registrar will cancel 
the original birth certificate by placing a notation in the margin and registering a new one, 
recording in the latter the information provided for in Article 29 of this Law, without leaving any 
record of the acknowledgment therein. A marginal annotation recording the information of the 
new certificate must be made on the cancelled certificate.17 
 
 d) EXPIRATION OF TIMEFRAME TO REGISTER A BIRTH. The legally determined 
timeframe to communicate that a birth has occurred having expired and for a five year period 
after the occurrence, the Family Registrar with jurisdiction can, through a reasoned decision, 
effect the registration when there exists sworn verified just cause and, if he/she considers it 
necessary, will request an opinion from the Office of the Attorney General of the Republic prior 
to making a decision. 
 
When attempting to register the birth of a person older than five years of age, a judicial decision 
ordering the registration will be required.18 
 
17. CONTESTS 
 
The challenge to paternity in the case of marriage can only be pursued by the father to whom 
paternity is attributed, who must demonstrate that the child claimed to be his child is not his, 
pursuant to Art. 151 of the Family Code. 
 
Expiration of the Contest: There are ninety days to begin proceedings to contest, timeframe 
that must be counted from when he had knowledge of the paternity attributed to him, pursuant to 
Art. 152 of the Family Code.

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Contest of Voluntary Acknowledgment: This can be contested by the child him/herself, by the 
ancestors of the father, or by those who have a current interest, pursuant to Art. 156 of the 
Family Code. 
 
Expiration of the Action in cases of Voluntary Acknowledgment: The action of contest by the 
child is imprescriptible. The other ancestors or those who had a current interest in the challenge 
have three-hundred days from the date that they had an interest and could validate their rights, 
pursuant to Art. 157 of the Family Code. 
 
Invalidation of Acknowledgment: The voluntary acknowledgment can be invalidated due to 
defects in consent, and this must be requested within the timeframe of ninety days from when the 
defect ceased or was discovered. Art. 158 of the Family Code. 
 
18. CONCLUSIONS 
 
Art. 28 item 3 of the LTREFRPAM provides that the declarant, whether the mother or the father 
or any other close relative, when he/she appears personally in the Family Registry, must provide 
a record issued by a hospital institution or by an authorized person who attended the birth, and on 
such proof will be recorded the name, general information (age, profession or job, civil status) of 
the mother, the address of her residence or that of the closest relative to the minor, the place, date 
and hour at which the birth occurred, and the footprints of the newborn. 
 
With the preceding provisions, we note that the only filiation recorded in the proof required to 
register the birth of a minor is that of the mother. However, as has been explained above, it is at 
the moment of registration in the respective Registry that paternity can be established or not, and 
the law explicitly provides that if the minor is born during a marriage which is proven by the 
mother through the provision of a marriage certificate, the paternal filiation will be recorded in 
the birth certificate and the last name of the father incorporated pursuant to the provision of Art. 
13 of the Law of the Name of the Natural Person. 
 
In cases in which the child was not born during a marital union, but the father has acknowledged 
the child in the registry at the time of providing information or has proceeded to acknowledge the 
child pursuant to the provisions of Art. 143 of the Family Code, paternity will be established 
since acknowledgment can also take place following the registration, Art. 18 of the Law of the 
Name of the Natural Person. 
 
In those scenarios in which the mother is going to register the birth of her child, and she makes 
an oral statement as to who the father of the child is, paternity is not established since it is the 
father himself who must declare himself the father of the newborn, and the last names will be 
established in accordance with Art. 15 of the Law of the Name of the Natural Person. That is to 
say that paternity is not established, and children only carry the surnames of the mother. These 
cases have been established for births from 1990 to date and for those in which there is no 
acknowledgment of paternity. In these cases, pursuant to Art. 146 of the Family Code, the 
mother can initiate a forced acknowledgment against the father before the Family Judge so that 
the father accepts or refuses paternity. In cases in which he does not acknowledge paternity the 
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right of the mother to initiate a proceeding for a Judicial Declaration of Paternity before the 
Family Judge remains, and it is here where the father accepts or refuses paternity within the 
judicial process. In case he refuses paternity, he will submit to a scientific DNA test to establish 
paternity. If he declines to submit to the test, this will be understood to mean paternity is certain, 
the right to contest paternity remaining in accordance with the rules of the Family Code. 
 
When the father admits he is the father under forced acknowledgment even though he harbors a 
reasonable doubt, he retains the right to contest this paternity upon the realization that he is not 
the father. However, despite being the acknowledging party, he does not have legal grounds to 
contest since the acknowledgment issued in a voluntary manner by the presumed father cannot 
be revoked, that is to say that it must be other people with an interest in the contest such as for 
example the biological father, the child him/herself, the ancestors or descendants of the 
acknowledging father. 
 
Nevertheless, the Family Code provides mechanisms through which to reclaim the rights of 
paternity and maternity, recognizing diverse means and mechanisms to this end. It is important to 
determine that independently of the origin of the filiation of the child there exists equality of 
rights and duties of the children, whether born during a marriage, a common law marriage, or 
any other type of marital relationship.  Articles 1, 2, 3, 32 et al. of the Constitution of the 
Republic of El Salvador.
